Damaraland, the ten new en-suite Meru tents have been refitted with luxury mattresses and 100% cotton linen.  Necessary 
comforts have not been overlooked with the bathrooms also benefiting from a makeover, while the traditional, open-air 
bucket shower still holds pride of place.

At Etendeka, wildlife has acclimatised to a precarious existence amongst 
the towering basalt mountains and dry mopane-shaded river courses of 
the Kunene Region. A strong focus is on walking activities.
